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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the reading behavior and
satisfaction of Thai people who read Chinese period romance stories to find the
relationship between personal factors and reading behavior, and the relationship
between reading behavior and satisfaction. The sample includes 300 people who are
15-45 years old. The researcher used a non-probability sampling method with
purposive sampling through questionnaires; the statistics used in the research included
percentage t-Test, f-Test and the Pearson’s correlation, and relative statistics are the
contingency coefficient at the level of 0.05 statistical significance.

The key group of respondents are females, aged between 22-29 years old,
holding a bachelor degree, who are employees in private companies and have a
monthly income of 15,001-20,000 Thai baht. Most respondents read both Thai and
international romantic fiction, especially from China. The place where most readers
first found the Chinese period romance stories was on the Internet, and the
respondents buy them by ordering from the Internet; also, the respondents would
read this type of book for 1-5 years and collect them after finishing them. The

frequency of reading is 1-2 days and 1-2 books a week, and the respondents spend 3-
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4 hours a day reading, mostly in their free time; in addition, the most popular publisher
is Jamsai. The principal reason for reading is that the content of the stories is funny,
which enticed the readers to follow the stories to the end. As for the level of
satisfaction when reading the stories, it is high for the content and the studying
advantage, but moderate when it comes to the shape of the book and personal
development.

Hypothesis testing shows that education level relates to the frequency of
reading, and with regard to the number of hours of reading relate to sex, age, and a
monthly income. Moreover, the frequency of reading relate to the level of satisfaction
toward to positive at the moderate level and the number of hours of reading relate

to the level of satisfaction toward to positive at the low level.
